Z — Noisy, Small Air Sound

“Here is the noisy partner to that quiet small air
sound. We’re still going to make small air come
out of our smiling lips, but we’re going to turn
on our voices. Can you figure out what that
sound will be? ‘Zzzzz.” Great! (Show picture.)
This is the noisy small air sound. We still smile,
we still make small air come out, but this time
we turn on our voices to make it noisy, like a
noisy zipper! Do you see the zipper in this
letter? Let’s make that sound while we pretend
to zip the zipper up, “Zzzzz,” (Pretend to zip up
in the air.) and pretend to zip it down, ‘Zzzzz.””
(Pretend to zip down.)

Hand cue: Pretend to be pulling up a zipper,
and smile.
