* If a student is awarded less than 1 credit at the community college, then

we will issue the same amount of credit in high school. For

example, if a student completes 0.5 credits at a community

college, then we will award 0.5 credits on the high school

transcript.

AG approved — means that the community college course meets A-G requirements. Students
will need to earn a grade of C or better in order to fulfill an A-G requirement.

e Science courses will need to include a lab component in order to meet the laboratory

science A-G requirement.

o Non-transferrable math community college courses in elementary algebra, geometry,
intermediate algebra or trigonometry, with a grade of C or better, can satisfy one year

of the mathematics A-G requirement.

CC GPA boost — means that the community college course is academically rigorous (community
college courses that are 3 units AND both UC and CSU transferable), and will be granted an
extra point in the weighted GPA calculation on the high school transcript. Please keep in mind
that while middle school students can take community college courses, this will not affect their
high school GPA. The high school GPA is calculated with the classes taken during grades 9
through 12.
